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You may have noticed that there has not been a Newsletter for a couple of weeks. We have 

decided to send out the Newsletter approximately once a month, in term time. This will ensure 

that you are not inundated with messages and that each Newsletter can focus on key issues 

that are coming-up over a particular term or month. We anticipate it will be more weighty but 

also more focused on important issues relating to the development of the school. This pattern 

will continue when the school becomes an academy, in September. In this edition, Mr Pailthorpe 

has included an item about The Academy, informing you of the very exciting progress that has 

been made and of some of the changes that are going to be occurring. 

 

INSET DAY –As part of the preparation to become an academy the school has been granted an 

additional Staff Training day. This will be on July 2nd. I therefore need to inform you that the 

school will be closed on July 2nd, to all students.  

 

Standards – Following on from my item in the May Newsletter, I am very pleased to report 

that the students have responded very positively to the focus on basic standards. We still have 

some way to go with a few, but by and large, basic standards of appearance and preparedness 

for school is much improved. On the issue of “headphones” and the use ofMP3 players and 

telephones there has been a significant change but I just remind you that our expectation is 

that telephones may not be used at any time in a lesson, so please do not expect to be able to 

contact your child during lesson times. If you need to contact them urgently then please, phone 

the school and we will get the message through to your child. Telephones used in class will be 

confiscated for the duration of the lesson or for the rest of the day in extreme circumstances.  

 

School Shirts -There is one remaining issue with regard to uniform. We are insisting that all 

students do up the top button of their shirt and have their tie done up, with the knot tied up to 

the collar and the badge showing below the knot. Unfortunately, we have found that a number 

of girls have bought blouses/shirts, which do not have a top button and so the tie is tied over 

an open neck. The uniform regulations state that students should wear “a plain white shirt 

with stiffened collar and cuffs”. By this, we mean that it should be a shirt that can be worn 

with a tie and therefore it must have buttons that do up to the collar. In view of the time of 

year, we ask that all students wear such a shirt from the beginning of September, thus giving 

those of you who need to buy a shirt, time to purchase one.

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Year 11 –We are now in the middle of the examination period so many students, including some 

from Years 9 and 10, have already taken a number of exams. I have been very impressed by the 

vast majority of Y11 who have been working exceptionally hard over the last few weeks in their 

preparation for their exams. They have been taking their work very seriously and have used 

many of the additional support mechanisms that we have put in place for them, including 

additional classes after school, special exam preparation sessions and special one to one 

sessions. One particular initiative, which was very well supported, were the special classes in 

maths and English run by staff over the half term. Over 46% of Y11 attended and, from their 

feedback, felt much more confident about the exams, which they were sitting on the first days 

back after the break. My thanks go to the staff who gave up some of their holiday to come and 

deliver the lessons.  

 

We said a temporary farewell to Y11 on the Thursday before half-term, which was their 

unofficial last day, although they have been coming in for their lessons in the subjects that 

have yet to be examined. It was a lovely occasion and we were very sad to see them go. We look 

forward to their Prom on 9th July and wish them all well in their examinations.

Dear Parents 

 

I am writing to you to inform you of the progress towards The Eastbourne Academy 

so far. 

 

As you will already know, the academy was approved by the last Secretary of State in 

the Spring and will open in the place of Eastbourne Technology College on 1st 

September 2010. All students who would have been members of ETC will 

automatically transfer across. 

 

The Academy is an opportunity to take forward the best of ETC, but then make it 

better. In September 2013 we expect to move into a brand new set of buildings, 

however long before that you should see improvements in your children’s education. 

 

You may have already read the Academy Vision in the Education Brief that is now a 

public document, but in case you have not, I include some details below of things that 

will be different for the students in September. 

 

Improving the Environment 

The Government has given us a special grant that will be spent in the next few 

months on improving the current buildings. There will be redecoration, new signs and 

displays, new classrooms in some parts of the buildings and a “deep clean” of a lot of 

the facilities. Some of this work has already begun. 

 

Improved Resources and Curriculum 

In September, students will move into three new Learning Communities which will 

replace the four existing Communities. In Key Stage 3 (Years 7, 8 and 9) they will 

have more of their lessons within their Communities, not mixed across the school as 

they do now. In Key Stage 4 (Years 10 and 11) they will still follow the choice of 

examination courses that we currently have. 

 

The Academy will specialise in Science and Digital Technologies to reflect the future 

skills and knowledge that students will need in the 21st Century. There will also be 

more lessons to improve students’ basic skills and the skills they need for a modern 

workplace. 

 

The School Day has been discussed at length and it has been decided that it will 

follow the plan put out to parents earlier in the year that you can see on our website. 

Please note that although lessons run at different times from now, there is a 

breakfast club before school and homework club after school so that we can 

supervise students from 8 am until 3.50 pm. Monday morning period 1 is a meeting 

slot for staff, but there will still be a breakfast club for students on that day. 

 



Learning Communities 

There will be three smaller schools operating within the overall Academy. Each school 

forms a new Learning Community instead of the four Communities that we have now. 

All students will be placed into a Mentor Group in these new Communities for 

September. Students will be told which Mentor Group they are in on Friday 18th June. 

Mentor groups will still be vertical (each one will have students from every year 

group) and there will be a Community Manager. The names and colours of these 

Communities are shown in the chart below:

Numeracy. In addition to the current Centre staff, Mrs Andi Edwards will work as a 

Community Manager to support these students. 

 

Improving Behaviour, Attitudes and the Image of the Academy 

In the new Academy, we will need a stricter focus on learning and we will expect the 

highest standards of attitude and behaviour from our students. We will expect every 

student to show respect, to value learning and to engage in the lessons. There will be 

a new school badge and a new school tie to go with the new name. 

 

The Academy will pay for current ETC students to change their uniform, so this will 

mean that the current Years 7, 8 and 9 will be given new ties and a badge to go on 

their blazers and Year 10 will be given a tie and a blazer as they are not expected to 

pay for a new uniform for one year only. I will explain the detail of this to students in 

assemblies next week.
