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In this week's assemblies, all students were spoken to about the importance of using
appropriate language in and around the College, and they were told a story which
illustrated that what comes out of a person's mouth says a lot about what is going on inside
them. The story was from an old fairy tale which described how one good character ended
up dropping gold coins from her mouth while every time her unkind sister opened her
mouth, a toad jumped out.

Students hear a great deal of bad language in the world around them, and we are trying o
fight against this tendency and to encourage them to be more aware of what they are
saying and where they are saying it. This is perhaps an old-fashioned and traditional
message, but one that we think will serve them well in the future.

You may know that one of the complaints that students most frequently make in schools
(not just ours!) is that toilet facilities are not good enough or that they are nervous about
using them. To improve this at ETC, we have just opened a new small toilet block next to
the school canteen. These toilets, apart from being newly built, have a member of staff on
duty nearby so that children can use them safely and without undue worry. They are
separate cubicles with wash basins and are only open at break and lunch time to encourage
students to use them then and not during lesson time. There are of course other toilets
around the building open throughout the day.

We have also opened a new quiet seating area in the small garden next to the English
corridor. This represents some excellent building work by our site feam and the first
impressions of the students have been good. Again this space will be open at breaktimes
and to those who wish to sit and chat quietly with their friends away from ball games and
students running about.
